Books in Five

GOAL – Familiarize students with the location of books in the library

STANDARDS (State)


Language Arts 0401.2.3 – Understand and follow multi-step directions (i.e. follow directions for a simple game)

MATERIALS


Game sheets “Books in Five”


Pencils and boards

PROCEDURE


Hand out to the students the game sheets, pencils, and boards.


Explain that they may work with a partner, but both people have to work.


The object of the activity is to have the students find titles and authors’ names that will fill-in the chart. 


Topics can be: Easy Fiction, Fiction, Biography, 590s, 811s, 970s, Sports/790, Fairy Tales/398.2, 600s, 300s, 500s, or any group of books you want your students to locate. 


Categories are “title,” “author,” or “title/author.” I typically have two “title” columns, two “author” columns, and one that the students can either find the title or author. They only write down the author’s last name.


In the spaces under “Category” will be letters the students will use. Try to use letters that will be easy to find – S, R, L, M, A, etc. If “T” is used, the title cannot start with the word “The.” It has to start with another word that starts with a “T.” The same thing goes for the letter “A.”


Title is good for Biography since there are not very many authors with lots of books in the same nonfiction section. 


Author can be used with nonfiction as long as it is a call number with lots of books.
