Call Number/Spine Label Search

(with cards)

GOAL – Familiarize students with locating books using the shelf guides and call numbers/spine labels.

STANDARDS


Language Arts 0102.2.2 – Listen attentively to speaker for specific information

MATERIALS


Cards with E, F, and Nonfiction call numbers/spine labels

PROCEDURE



Review with the students how shelf guides help us to find the location of books. Also review in what order the Fiction and Nonfictions books are. Review with the students that call number and spine label are synonyms.


Give each student a card. They are to find the shelf guides that the spine label would be found between. When they locate the correct shelf guides, they turn around and locate the specific spine label, put the card between two of the books, and then they stand with their hand raised until I can check to see if they found the correct one. Once they are correct, give the child another spine label to locate.


Rules – Student will sit down if he/she is playing, talking loudly, or bothering other students.

EVALUATION


With first graders I only give them Easy Fiction and Fiction cards. Third – fifth graders can do Easy Fiction, Fiction, and Nonfiction. How much your second graders know about Nonfiction will determine if you use the Nonfiction cards or not.


You can do this activity by tables. While one group of students is finding their cards’ spine labels, everyone else can be checking to see if they get it right.


Some students may want to work with a partner.
