Call Number/Spine Label Search

(with chart)

GOAL – Familiarize students with locating books using the shelf guides and spine labels/call numbers

STANDARD

MATERIALS


Chart with Call Number, Author’s Last Name, and Title


Pencil and Board

PROCEDURE


Review with the students how shelf guides help us to find the location of books. Review with the students that call number and spine label are synonyms.

Give each student a chart to complete. They are to go to the shelf and find the books that contain that spine label information. When they locate the spine label, they write down the author’s last name, and a title of one of his/her books.


Have several different charts so that all the students won’t be looking for the same spine labels. Students may work with a partner, but both students have to work.


Depending on your time frame, you can have them find as few as five or as many as you want. If you have a few on a chart, students can get another chart if they finish theirs before time is up.


You can make it as easy or as difficult as you want, depending on the grade level.
